SGOAL DIRECTED BEHAVIOR

THOUGHTS FOR ADULTS SUPPORTING THIS PROJECT:

Being able to set and achieve goals is a valuable life skill. Everything that goes into setting and achieving 
goals (having a clear, specific vision of what we want to learn or accomplish; having a plan that we 
can actually carry out, if we stay motivated, tracking and measuring our progress along the way; and 
creating a timeline for reaching our goal so that we are reminded to stay on track) help to prepare us 
for work life, for higher education, and for contributing to our families and communities in ways that are 
meaningful for us.

Generally, setting goals is the easy part! It’s following through and accomplishing them that can be tricky. 
Carrying out our action plan can become difficult or we may start to lose interest. But since setting goals, 
sticking to our plan, and then achieving our dreams helps build habits for a lifetime, it’s worth it in the 
long run!

The purpose of this activity is to support students in setting goals that are meaningful to them, and to 
continue supporting them through the process of reaching the results they desire.

KEEP IN MIND

An excellent music teacher used to say, “Practice doesn’t make perfect; practice makes permanent.” 
That’s because as we repeat thoughts and actions our brain actually changes, making refined pathways 
so that repeating gets easier and easier. We can use this to our advantage, by building habits like 
knowing our priorities, persistence, and creative problem solving. These habits help us now and 
throughout our lives.
